RESOLUTION ADOPTED AT THE 7TH ECOSY CONGRESS

LISBON 17-20TH OF MARCH 2005

Resolution an EU seat in the UN Security Council
For all young socialists and social democrats, the United Nations is the most important international and multilateral organisation that can preserve world peace and stability. However, time and time again we have been forced to realise that the UN Security Council often ends up in a political gridlock due to the vetoes of the Permanent Members when the most pressing international conflicts are asking for a fair and balanced solution.
Therefore, and in the process of reforming the UN-system, we urge ECOSY to support the demand of one EU seat in the UN Security Council. This would clearly favour the strategy of reforming the council based on regional integration (i.e. not to have individual seats for European countries but to regard EU as one, important regional entity). This could be the first step towards a world federation of democratic regional groupings, a “United States of the World”.
The first concrete step to implement this vision should a website linked to www.ecosy.org where everybody can sign in affirming the support for the initiative. This should however only be one of many practical means of campaigning. When the website is up and running we ask all ECOSY member organisations to work in order to have Prime Ministers, Ministers, Party Leaders, MP:s and MEP:s and other leading socialists and social democrats to be the first to sign on and start the process towards a democratic world federation that is our overriding goal.
