RESOLUTION ADOPTED AT THE 7TH ECOSY CONGRESS

LISBON 17-20TH OF MARCH 2005

Resolution for a Social Treaty
We, young European socialists, propose the adoption of a social treaty that would allow:
The creation of Social convergence criteria
As it has done for the euro, the Union must show its determination to fight unemployment (in particular among youth and women), exclusion inequality, poverty and handicaps by fixing concrete objectives and a step-by-step calendar from now to the end of the decade:
Establish a guaranteed minimum wage in each member state, using the higher standard as a target, to increase purchasing power throughout Europe establish professional and wage equality between men and women engage in a step by step process towards a reduction in working hours.
The standards set for these objectives have to be as follows:
An unemployment rate below 5%
A solidar society: a poverty rate below 5%
A roof for everyone: a rate of bad housing below 3%
An illiteracy rate below 3%
This standards should only be intermediary targets towards the complete eradication of unemployment, poverty; illiteracy and bad housing.
In this new Treaty, the European Union commits itself to spend at least 1% of its GDP on public development aid.
The defense of public services
The European Union must refuse the liberalisation of public services and ensure equality of access for all citizens to education, healthcare, transport, energy, water...
This supposes the development of industrial strategies, as was the case of Airbus.
This requires the elaboration of a European outline-law on public services
A Europe of knowledge and culture
Europe must prepare the future for the next generations. It must be an area of culture enriched by the diversity of its peoples and creators.
Allow university access to all thanks to scholarships for students and workers defend the cultural exception increase research spending to 3% of European GDP spend 1% if the European budget on culture.
