Resolution on Lebanon
Independence and democracy in Lebanon!
 

ECOSY expresses its solidarity with the democratic opposition, in particular the PSP, his leader Walid Jumblatt, and the PSP Youth in their struggle for a “peaceful and democratic Intifada for independence”.
 

According to the international law and the Taeff agreements, the Syrian troops and security forces must withdraw in the best delay. We strongly condemn the Syrian interference in the internal affairs of Lebanon.
 

We ask for the truth concerning the murder of the former prime minister Rafic Hariri involved in the struggle for an independent Lebanon. We call for an international investigation committee under the supervision of the United Nations.
 

All the Lebanese political forces must find a political consensus on the best way to get out of this situation. The actual prime minister must resign and a temporary ministry must ensure the immediate withdrawal of the Syrian forces and conducts free democratic elections.
