RESOLUTION ADOPTED AT THE 7TH ECOSY CONGRESS

Resolution on Togo
After the death of the dictator of Togo Gnassingbe Eyadema and a transitional institutional coup-d’etat conducted by the army and the son of the former president, new elections will take place in one month. ECOSY welcomes the decision of the opposition political parties to have a common candidate, Bob Akitani. ECOSY calls all the forces of opposition to unite in order to seize this opportunity to put an end to 38 years of dictatorship and to ensure a sustainable democracy. ECOSY urges the candidate of the opposition to bring together the democratic forces of the Togolese people to win this battle. Fundamentally the main issue is to ensure due democratic process. Therefore, ECOSY condemns the decision of the European Parliament not to send observers because of the “insufficient preparation time” and we, Young European Socialists, call on all the relevant international bodies to send observers to Togo to monitor the elections.
