RESOLUTION ADOPTED AT THE 7TH ECOSY CONGRESS

LISBON 17-20TH OF MARCH 2005

Resolution on Western Sahara
ECOSY wants to stress its position and support on the Western Sahara Issue, as it did in its already approved resolutions which accorded completely to the Resolutions taken by the General Assembly and Security Council of the UN.
ECOSY is interested in the re-establishment of definite peace in Western Sahara and we also call for a prosperous and different future for the different peoples living in the area.
ECOSY underlines its worry because of the deterioration of the situation of Human Rights of the Sahara civil society within the territories under Morocco sovereignty. We call from Morocco the full respect of Human Rights, specially referring to the political ones (right to express freely the political choice, the right to celebrate meetings, and the right of demonstration) in the occupied territories of Western Sahara.
Nevertheless, also Polisario is under the obligation to do its share for a peaceful settlement of the mentioned conflict by freeing the remaining Moroccan prisoners of war under its control.
In the current situation we demand from the UN and from the International Community, specially from the EU, a decided implication from their side to guarantee the celebration of a free, just and durable referendum, and the exercise of the Sahara People their Self Determination Right, on the basis of International Law and also on the basis of the Settlement Plan, accorded by the UN Security Council and the parts involved in the conflict.
We call for the implementation of actions to ensure the understanding between the different Sahara and Morocco youth organisations. We also want to stress ECOSY’s and all its member organisations’ solidarity to the Sahara refugees. ECOSY will try to show thi its commitment by settling a regular contact with the refugee camps and its people. Morocco should withdraw its troupes from the occupied territories
Economic resources from Western Sahara should be respected and protected as long as the conflict lasts. We also call for the responsibility of the Enterprises present in the occupied territories to implement this compromise.
ECOSY wants to stress once again its commitment to the cause of the Sahara People, to express its continuous solidarity and support to the Sahara youth, sharing their wish for liberty.
